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Introduction 

1. With the approval of its General Assembly1 CORAF/WECARD is revising and reviewing 
the sub-regional Strategic Plan2 to provide the grounds for the development of an 
Operational Plan for the implementation of WAAPP3 and of CAAPP4 under the 
framework of CAADP5 and FAAP6.  

2. During five previous workshops7 regional experts, stakeholders and actors have 
developed a consensus on the development themes and research priorities, drafted a

3. This is the sixth workshop in a sequence of activities designed by CORAF/WECARD 
to implement the programme approved by the General Assembly. 

 

Approach and activities 

4. With CORAF/WECARD representing 22 member states spread across western and 
central Africa, the Secretariat and its Scientific and Technical Committee recognised 
the crucial importance of having wide consultation, ownership and participation of the 
process.  This need, coupled with the complexity of the development process, meant 
that a step-wise approach was adopted consisting of seven participatory workshops.  

5. Some of these were for developing specific technical output [development workshops] 
others were for information and consensus building [consultation]. The approach is 
shown diagrammatically in Figure 1.

6. Workshop 1 combined the validation of an external study on the identification of sub-
regional research areas, commissioned by CORAF/WECARD and done by IFPRI, with 
the launching of the process of Strategic Plan review.  This was a large consultative 
process.  

7. This was immediately followed by Workshop 2, a smaller development workshop that 
took the IFPRI material and the collective experience and knowledge of stakeholders to 
develop a list of realistically-oriented research priorities. 

8. Workshop 3 continued the developmental process and addressed the issue of logframe 
development in the context of CAADP, FAAP and to some extent the research 
priorities.  This produced a draft logframe which is the core of the revised Strategic 
Plan. 

9. In order to broaden the understanding and ownership of the logframe, a short 2-day 
consultative workshop [Workshop 4] then allowed wider discussion and inputs from a 
larger number of stakeholders.  This resulted in modifications and refinements to the 
logframe and a greater understanding of its process and content. 
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10. The Strategic Plan, as represented by the logframe, calls for business unusual in order 
to deliver four clearly articulated Results.  In order for this to happen, change, and the 
management of change, by the CORAF/WECARD constituency is essential.  
Workshop 5 was a development workshop which analysed the changes and 
change management processes required for successful implementation of the Strategic 
Plan. 

11. Workshop 6 aims to take the output from Workshop 5 and that from Workshops 1 and 
2, and combine them in an Operational Plan which will implement the Strategic Plan for 
its first five years. 

12. The last workshop in the series [Workshop 7] will be for final consultation and 
consensus building.  The inter-relationships of the seven workshops are shown 
diagrammatically in Figure 2.

Workshop 6 

13. The aim of this Workshop is to build on output from the previous Workshops and start 
the development of an Operational Plan for the Strategy.  It will address the prioritised 
themes for research and the changes, and management of the change, which will be 
required for successful delivery.  

14. Participation of stakeholders is critical to its success, and will include representatives 
from key groups who are actively involved with the management and implementation of 
CORAF/WECARD’s programmes and projects.  It will include those new to the process 
as well as those who have participated in the previous Workshops. 

15. The structure of the Workshop will be based on five key components: 

a] Introductory formalities 

b] Explanation of methodology and process of the workshop 

c] Background and context for the current workshop 

d] Synthesised summary of preceding workshops 
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e] Definition and development of key approaches to implementation, including 
programmes, organisational structures and governance issues – this will form the 
bulk of Workshop activities 

16. It will comprise formal presentations with break-out sessions, and will be professionally 
facilitated and mentored.  

 

 

Output 

17. The principal output from the Workshop will be the outline of a draft Operational Plan 
for implementing the Strategic Plan.   

18. This will be done in the context of CORAF/WECARD’s Strategic Plan and CAADP, and 
take into full account the identified priorities and issues relating to change and change 
management.  It will be structured to ensure delivery of the four Results of the 
logframe. 

Duration  

19. The duration is four days, from March 14th to 17th 2007, inclusive. 

Venue 

20. The venue of the workshop is Dakar, Senegal.  Details of the meeting place will be 
provided in the second announcement. 

Beneficiaries 

21. The principal target audience will be the key regional stakeholders of 
CORAF/WECARD.  Including member NARS, ECOWAS, UEMOA, CEMAC, CEEAC, 
NEPAD, development partners and other national and regional organizations and the 
private sector concerned with agricultural R&D, policy reforms and priority setting in 
West Africa.   

22. Also targeted are senior decision makers in international development agencies, donor 
countries and private and civil society organizations relevant to the region.  Members of 
the academic community [local and international universities] interested in agriculture-
led development in West, Central Africa and elsewhere in Africa are likely to find use 
and value as well. 
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
